Able to accommodate the space constraints of the CO, yet environmentally hardened for remote 
deployment, the C7 supports up to 480 DSL connections per shelf, with support for bonded 
ADSL2+. The C7 also supports combo POTS+DSL line cards for increased services density 
and operational efficiency. More than just a DSLAM, the C7 also features the multiservice 
flexibility to groom GE and ATM service uplinks as well as a broad portfolio of GE and SONET 
transport and special circuit cards.

The E5-100 family of Ethernet Service Access Nodes (ESANs) provide innovative and purpose-
built solutions optimized for DSL service delivery in the outside plant and “hard to reach” 
locations, but are also deployable in COs. Able to support ADSL2+, bonded ADSL2+, and 
VDSL2 with ADSL fallback, the E5-100 family supports the incremental capacity for emerging 
advanced IP services while also providing the critical operational requirement of support for 
conventional DSL modems without requiring costly replacement. The E5-111 and E5-121 
access nodes also support lifeline POTS and SIP VOIP services.
